WHAT ACCOMMODATION OPTIONS CAN PEPA ARRANGE FOR ME?
Arranging accommodation in a foreign country can be daunting; PEPA wants you to enjoy your stay in Australia and take the hassle out 
of finding accommodation yourself, so we can organise all your housing arrangements before you arrive. Following are brief descriptions 
of the accommodation options available to you. Please note that these are preferences only, final accommodation will be at the sole 
discretion of PEPA based on the availability in your internship location. Accommodation prices are quoted separately upon enrolment 
into your designated internship program and are not included in your overall internship program fee.

Student Residential 

We have a wide range of Student Residential accommodation 
which offers a unique opportunity to live and interact with 
students from all over Australia and the world. PEPA offers 
twin (2 people of the same gender in one room with two beds) 
shared rooms with shared bathrooms. Student Residential 
accommodation is usually located near a local University, shops, 
cafes and restaurant and include a shared kitchen and shared 
lounge. Internet and laundry are available at extra costs in most 
instances.

Apartment Style

Apartment style accommodation is available in most major cities 
of Australia. Many students choose to share flats or units with 
other Australian students or young people and this option is 
popular for the independent interns who enjoy their own space.

WHAT VISA DO I NEED TO 
APPLY FOR TO COMPLETE MY 
INTERNSHIP IN AUSTRALIA?
Students from the United States of America must apply for the 
462 Work & Holiday Visa. The Work & Holiday Program provides 
opportunities for people between 18 and 30 to holiday in 
Australia and to supplement their travel funds through incidental 
employment. This visa allows a stay of up to 12 months from the 
date of first entry to Australia, regardless of whether or not you 
spend the whole time in Australia. Applicants from the USA can 
complete an internship on the W&H Visa for a maximum of six 
months: The applicant must provide PEPA with evidence of the 
W&H Visa prior to the internship start date.

There is an annual limit to the number of Work and Holiday 
visas issued to each country. Please refer to the Department of 
Immigration and Border Protection website for more information:
